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Our dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

G reetings to you in the matchless
   Name of our Lord and Saviour

Jesus Christ!

These days, we are focussing on the
subject of “suffering.”  In Acts 5:41 we
read, ‘The apostles left the Sanhedrin,
rejoicing because they had been
counted worthy of suffering disgrace
for the Name.” They were persecuted,
harassed and made to stand before the
officials who intended to kill the
disciples who were witnessing for
Jesus. Amid this confusion and
suffering, the feelings and reactions of
the disciples powerfully portray them
as positive thinkers. They joyfully
realised that they qualified to suffer for
Jesus.

The early apostles wanted to suffer so
they willingly obeyed God. They
volunteered to suffer. No force was
needed to bring them back for
prosecution. They vehemently wanted to
obey God and not man. Their vision was
God-ordained. Their purpose and
activity was not of human origin. They
never stopped teaching and
proclaiming the Good News. Their body
language communicated that suffering
comes to praiseworthy and qualified
people. They happily realised that
suffering comes only to selected
people. They understood that suffering
comes to God-honouring people, who
want to honour Christ by being
dishonoured on account of that Name.

What qualifies a person to suffer for
the sake of the Gospel?

1. People who consider suffering as a
privilege

Humanly speaking this is very difficult.
Everyone wants blessing and comfort
so who would opt for suffering? Jesus
did not hide the fact that those who
wanted to follow Him will face
suffering. He emphasized and reiterated
on suffering more than on the comfort
one would receive in Him. (Mark 13:9)
The early disciples gradually
understood this as they witnessed for
the Lord. Moses regarded disgrace for
the sake of Christ of greater value than
the treasures of Egypt, because he was
looking ahead to his reward. (Hebrews
11:26)

2. People who want to be counted as
peculiar people

When we go through suffering, our first
reaction could be, “Why me Lord?” That
is exactly the purpose!  We
intentionally chose to follow Jesus. Not
all have made such decisions. The title
given in the Bible is, “peculiar people.”
We are different. Worldly people do not
understand us when we rejoice in
suffering and willingly face suffering.
In other words, we are, “His own
special people.”  Recently, I was talking
to a believer, who had gone through
endless suffering. She remarked, “why
this did has happened to us?” Though I
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had no right answer, I said, “Among all
the people, God has chosen you to go
through this.” If you are insulted
because of the Name of Christ, you are
blessed, for the Spirit of glory and of
God rests on you.” (1 Peter 4:14, 16)

3. People who are passionate for the Gospel

After being thrashed, the disciples
came out rejoicing. I may not
understand this in reality because I
have never been beaten or physical
abused. Even the physical pain of being
beaten would not have subsided - but
they rejoiced.  I tremble as I think of
this. It shows that they were passionate
to suffer for sake of the Gospel. They
remembered the precious words of
Jesus, “Remember the words I spoke to
you, ‘No servant is greater than his
master.’ If they persecuted me, they will
persecute you also.” (John 15:20)

In these days, our prayer should be,
“Lord, qualify me to suffer for the sake
of the Gospel”

250 New Worship Groups by 2011

We are happy to inform you that
reports from our mission fields reveal
that we were able form 134 new
worship groups. All the leaders who
met at OTI in May for the National
Prayer Planning Meeting rejoiced and
praised God for this. We made a deeper
commitment to put all out effort to see
that 250 new worship groups are
formed by 2011. We thank you for your
prayers.

IEM enjoys partnerships with different
Churches and Mission organisations. For
many years we had been partnering
with Emmanuel Hospital Association
(EHA).  While these hospitals cater to
the physical needs of the people, we are
able cater to the spiritual needs. In
Fatehpur, Chattarpur, Robertsgunj,
Lakhnadon,Utraula and Raxaul we have
mission fields  closely associated with
EHA. We are having several rounds of
consultations these days with EHA to
come up with an action plan to impact
communities by meeting the felt needs
of the people. Please pray that these
intentional and highly focused efforts
will benefit the church at large.

In this issue, you will understand how
the partnership  between IEM and EHA
will benefit the people in Raxaul. We
hope to launch an evangelistic thrust
where EHA will cater to the development
of the community while IEM will take
care of the spiritual needs of the
people.  We record our thanks to EHA
for their partnership with us in the
Gospel.

Mercy and I thank you for your prayers
during our travel and ministry in April
and May in USA, Brazil and UAE.  Please
continue to pray for us and introduce
IEM to someone who is not a mission-
minded person.

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T he Cross of Jesus Christ interests people for various reasons.  For some,
it is a symbol of shame, condemnation and death; for those of us who
are being saved, it is the power of God unto salvation. On the one hand,

the mention of the Cross of Christ generates hatred while on the other, it speaks of
the ultimate sacrifice motivated by God’s supreme love for sinful world. Whatever
it is, the Cross of Christ continues to be relevant to the dark and dying world in
which we live.

In many parts of our country, the Cross of Christ is unheard of.  Focusing on these
areas, the missionaries of Indian Evangelical Mission are striving to plant the
Cross of Christ in such places.  Our goal is to establish 250 new Worship Groups
in hitherto untouched areas.  The task is tough and tedious; it calls for concern
and commitment.  Nothing more, nothing less and nothing else!

One of the hard regions where the Cross of Christ is yet to be planted is Raxual,
Bihar. In 1989, IEM’s first missionary Mr Simon Baru set foot to sow the   seed of
the Gospel. He cycled down the dusty streets giving out tracts and talking to those
who showed an interest to know more.  After a few years of ministry, this dear
servant of God bid farewell to his beloved wife Shanti who went to be with her
Lord and Master.  Soon after, he move to New Delhi to stay with his only daughter
and her family.  But God was not done with Raxaul. The Cross of Jesus Christ was
yet to be planted right there at the crossroads of 2 nations – India and Nepal.

The EHA Duncan hospital, under the able leadership of  Dr. George Mathew was
led to invite IEM to send missionaries yet again to fan out into the villages
around Raxaul. In 2007, IEM missionaries were sent to continue the good work.
There are struggles galore. But, as always, “God’s work done in God’s way will not
lack God’s supply!”  Efforts are being doubled, and we know that our prayer
partners too are battling on their knees, so that the Cross of Jesus Christ will be
planted in this strategic area.

By the time, you receive this magazine, our precious “little” missionaries would
have returned to their “mission fields!”  Yes, I’m talking about our missionaries’
children, many of whom study away from their parents.  Would you spare some
time to pray for them throughout July as they settle into the school or college
regimen? God bless you!

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(The Lord Jesus came to seek and save those who are lost. To do this, He walked the
path of suffering, focusing resolutely on the fulfillment of His Father’s will.  Because
He did this for we can enjoy salvation, full and free.  However, He Himself warned
His 12 handpicked disciples and those who believe in Him even today, that suffering,
not smooth-sailing is the path we must tread during our sojourn on planet Earth.
Our missionary, Mrs Victoria Patel asks 3 poignant questions as she presents
suffering from a disciple’s perspective.)

O n examining my innermost
being, I confess that being an
heir is glory, but being a

fellow-sufferer with Christ is another
story! However, when I examined every
situation from the perspective of the
following 3 aspects, I find JOY in being
called a fellow sufferer!

Who are We?

The Bible tells us that we are heirs and
a fellow heirs with Christ!( Galatians
3:29, 4:1, Titus 3:7, 1 Peter 3:7) That’s
our identity! This identity was
originally reserved for the people of
Israel in the Old Testament.  They were
to enter the Promised Land!  But in the
New Testament, “heirs” refer to ALL
those who will receive the blessings
that God has reserved for His people!
(vs 12a, 14, compare Galatians 5:18,
James 2:5) When we look at the
immediate context of these verses, we
see our identity, free from the power of
sin and as uncondemned heirs! Of
course, this is true only if we have
accepted and believed in Jesus as our
personal Savior and Lord (James 1:6;
4:2-3.7-8 and 22-26). When suffering
comes, in whatever form or for

whatever reason, we as heirs of the
Kingdom do not suffer pain.  On the
contrary, we pay a price!

What are we living for?

We are living for the KING of the
Kingdom, who found pleasure in
purchasing us(Ephesians 3:5, 7) and
who is working on us to make us what
He intended us to be in the first place
(Ephesians 8:29).  So, we need suffering,
just like gold needs fire to purify it (1
Peter 1:7, James 1:3) to make us  pure
and blameless before His coming (2
Corinthians  4:17,18) to perfect us  like
He did our elder brother!(Hebrews 2:9-
10) This understanding helps us not to
be alarmed or even ask “why me,”  (1
Peter  4:12-16) but rather to REJOICE,
knowing that the Spirit of God is resting
on us.  Then we can thank God for the
privilege of suffering, to bear
Christ’s Name (1 Peter 5:1, James 1:2-4,
John 15:2, Romans 5:3ff). Thus,
suffering is indeed good, it bears good
fruit, and is an instrument for pruning,
for teaching us patience and
perseverance, for giving others the
boldness and courage to preach, for
experiencing God’s comfort, for relying
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on God and not on
ourselves and many
more reasons so that we
in turn might bring glory
to God (2 Corinthians
1:5-9). I wonder how
many friends Jesus had
in Nazareth, or even in
Galilee.  How  many
disciples did He have
when He was at
Gethsemane or on the
Cross. Wasn’t it “just
one out of eleven!” (Compare 2
Corinthians 4:8-18)

Where are we going?

This kind of suffering results in joy and
great security because we know where
we are going? We are going to that
kingdom that He has built for us.  In
order to reach that glory, we need to
take the road of “suffering,” which
Christ Himself took. (Philippians 1:29,
3:10, 2 Corinthians 1:5, Luke 22:37). As
heirs, we need to be certain that if there
is no pain, there will be no gain. No
suffering means no inheritance. This is
the law of the Kingdom, of becoming
one with Christ (as a child of God)!
(Romans 8:18-25) Suffering is
inevitable if we need to become one
with him, and having a share in His
glory, our very goal! (1 Peter 1:11) Oh
what glory it is to focus now, on this
eschatological glory, which includes
freedom (Romans 8:21), the redemption
of the body (vs 23) and sonship(vs
19,23,29)

Jesus Himself taught thus: “If anyone
wants to come after me…he has to carry
the cross (Luke 9:23). Both apostles

Paul and Peter taught
this too”  (2 Timothy
3:12; 1 Peter 4:13). The
author of Hebrews
confirms this in 12:6-7.
Jesus not only taught
this but became an
example of such
suffering  (Philippians
2:5-11).

Yet another example is
the apostle Paul in

Philippi. He rejoiced in imprisonment
and saw it as beneficial to him.  He
knew who he was- a fellow heir of the
one who bore the Cross on Calvary.  He
saw his suffering as the purpose of his
living-to bring others to the Kingdom,
as helping the guards and those in
prison to hear the Gospel, as a tool to
make a way for younger and timid
preachers to become bold preachers, as
a cause to make even his enemies
preach, even though their motives were
wrong (it did not really matter because
his focus was the Cross of Christ being
preached!)  This clearly points to the
fact that, his eyes were on the King and
the Kingdom, to his surety of his
purpose of living and to where he was
headed. That is why he could say in
Romans 8:28….that for those of us
called according to his purpose, All
things, GOD can take and cause
together for good, because we are
called according to His purpose!

Isn’t it true that we often see our true
selves and God and his faithfulness in
the depth of suffering? His grace and
His love, become more real, when all
else fails?  If you and I had no

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suffering, where would we be? Lost in
self, entangled in comforts and
pleasures of this world, and busy
building small kingdoms for SELF,
sometimes going to the extent of
wasting energy, breaking others’
kingdoms! (Acts 5:38-39, Philippians
1:18) All this leads to the stress and
strain of life! We need suffering to be
living abundant lives in God’s real
intended created world (Acts 14:22).
“Through many dangers, toils and
snares, I have already come…” and
“….O the old rugged cross…it’s shame
and reproach gladly bear…” Only when
we know the depths of His GRACE
through suffering can we truthfully sing
these songs!

Blessing disguised as “suffering,” even
though hard to bear, is a joyful
experience when we know who we are,
why this suffering and where we are
going.  We can rejoice when pain comes
our way because our elder brother has
travelled this path before me and He is
there to make a way of escape for us
and turn all this for good. We rejoice
because sufferings helps us stop loving

the world, because, all that is in the
world, the lust of the flesh and the lust
of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not
of the Father, but is of the world…and
the world passes away and the lust
thereof, BUT he that doeth the will of
God, endured forever!

Thus when we live for God and enjoy
the fellowship of his suffering, His will
WILL be done and his kingdom WILL
come!’ So let us along with Paul say, “I
consider that the sufferings of this
present time are not worthy to be
compared with the glory that is to be
revealed to us”? (Ephesians 1:18) This
seemingly BIG and hard situation, these
people who are opposing the Kingdom
concerns, this pain in the form of
sickness or calamity is not even up to
the mark  compared to the glory that is
to come, the inheritance that is waiting
for us as joint heirs with Christ!  This
change of perspective helps me
welcome suffering, knowing that it is
only through suffering that I can be
totally sanctified in order to be a
citizen of the kingdom!

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BIHAR – The Land

B ihar is situated in eastern
part of India with Himalayan
country Nepal to its North and

the states of Jharkand, West Bengal and
Uttar Pradesh bordering the other
sides. More than 90 million people live
here.

North Bihar is perennially affected by
floods. The river waters from Nepal
flood the fertile, flat cultivable lands
and hinder development. This keeps the
large populace  underprivileged and
yearning for sustenance and social
uplift. In East Champaran district, the
schedule caste backward class
population is huge.

IEM’s Ministry

There was  flood in East Champaran
district in 2007. During
the relief operations
initiated by the EHA
Duncan Hospital,
missionaries from IEM’s
North Zone 1 and 2 played
a significant role. Seeing
the need, the EHA and IEM
felt the need to combine
evangelistic efforts and
social concerns. Raxaul,
known as  a dusty place is
located on the Indo-Nepal
border. There are no
traffic rules in Raxaul. Any

one can drive from anywhere and
anyhow.

First Missionary

The first IEM missionary Mr. Simon
Baru set foot here in 1989. He served
till 1993 after which the field was
closed for a number of years. Then the
baton of ministry was passed on to Rev.
Joychandra and his wife Aguinao.

The people belong to many high and
low castes groups, predominantly
comprising of Bhojpuries who are
Hindus.  They hold animistic beliefs.
Many are sun worshippers.

Women are not treated well. Seventy
five percent of them blindly believe
their husbands and have no
authority. Men laze at home while the
women are expected to collect fuel
and bread for the house. Bhojpuries
marry at 12 years of age. The first
child should be delivered in the
mother’s home. All expenses are to
borne by the wife’s family.

Their occupation is farming, business
and smuggling. The children are sent
to tend the flocks rather than attend
school. On account of this, literacy
rates are very high. A hostel for
children will enable many children to
attend school paving the way for
progress.  A Christian atmosphere
will build character.

The Present Situation

God enabled us to establish 2
Worship Groups with one local
helper. Our missionaries are also
involved in nurturing old believers

Life on the Border

Raxaul in Bihar is an
important town on the Indo-
Nepal border.  Although
strategically located, this
town is dusty and under-
developed. People are poor
and exploited. Alcohol is
consumed in large quantities
and smoking is common
among village women.
Sanitation is poor and
sewage systems are virtually
non-existent. Wood and cow
dung are common sources of
fuel. Buffaloes and goats are
reared for their milk.
Wherever ponds exist, people
grow fish, ducks and geese.

Depending on climatic
conditions, labourers have
various sources of income.
During the monsoon and
festivals, income is minimal
even though goods are
scarce and prices are high.
Health and education are low
priorities so diseases are
rampant.

We responded by declaring, “Lord, until
and unless the Cross is planted in
Raxaul, we will never go back!”  That is
our firm commitment.

We went through times of loneliness
and longed for fellowship. We did not
know HINDI when we arrived. People
cheated us. By God’s grace, we picked
up the language and began sharing the

Gospel with people.

On the one
hand, we find that many doctors and paramedical personnel pursue vested interests
for name and fame. On the other, missionaries set aside personal agendas and comfort
zones to venture to tough terrain to spread the Gospel.  But God in His plan brought
Emmanuel Hospital Association and IEM into partnership and now, we enjoy a fruit-
bearing ministry.  To talk about this, we interviewed Dr Mathew George, Managing
Director, EHA Duncan Hospital in Raxaul.  Here are some excerpts.)

Outreach How were you led to join EHA?

Dr Mathew George As a undergraduate
student, I committed myself to missions
at an UESI missions conference while
considering not joining dentistr y,
presuming that it would have no role in
missions I happened to travel with Rev.
Dr. Theodore Williams. During the 2-
hour journey, he convinced me of the
need for dentists in missions. I continued
to remain in touch with him and on
completing my BDS course, he
encouraged me to join EHA.

Outreach: Tell us about EHA’s vision and
ethos behind the establishment of
hospitals, especially in north India?

Dr Mathew George EHA’s vision is
“Fellowship for Transformation.” It is a
group of hospitals, who with one another
and their staff, are in fellowship.
Through this fellowship we aim to spur
one another to testify about Christ
through lifestyle, vocation and word. We
believe that transformation of a
community is evidenced, in all facets of
life, from a change in an existence
contrary to God’s purposes to one in
which they are able to enjoy fullness of
life in harmony with the living God. The

ethos for establishing hospitals in the
north India emerged from these being
contexts of greatest need and where
opportunities to live out and testify about
the Good news abound.

Outreach What led EHA to invite IEM to
beginning ministering in Raxaul?

Dr Mathew George As an institution, we
endeavour to share Christ in our hospital
setting. Over the years, numerous
individuals and families have heard the
Gospel. However, we found it difficult to
follow up on them due various
constraints. So we decided to invite IEM
to partner with us in facilitating this. The
interactions with the IEM relief team
during the floods of 2007 paved way for
fast tracking this initiative.

Outreach How do you see the physical and
spiritual thrusts in this region 3 years down
the line affecting the people here?

Dr Mathew George Three years down the
line we desire to see that the health status
improve in our catchment villages. We
long to see a marked difference in their
socio economic status as well as living
standards. Spiritually we would like to
see the establishment  of worship groups
and witnessing individuals and groups

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(Disabilities can discourage even devoted disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ. However,
the strength of one’s commitment can be measured by one’s dependence on the Lord
and a willingness to exploit infirmities in order to glorify God.  Frances (or Fanny)
Jane Crosby determined not to allow her blindness to deviate her from God’s purpose
for her – to comfort, encourage and challenge people through the thousands of
hymns which He inspired her to compose.  Though dead, Fanny Crosby continues to”
sing” God’s praises!)

B linded for life,
Fanny Crosby,
one Christendom’s greatest

hymn writers penned these poignant
words, “And I shall see Him face to face,
and tell the story—saved by grace!”
revealing, not just her relationship with
the Saviour, but also looking forward
with hope to seeing Him face to face.

Over 8,000 of her poems were set to
music and over 100,000,000 copies of
her songs were printed. She produced
as many as 7 hymn-poems in one day!
On several occasions, upon hearing an
unfamiliar hymn, she would inquire
about the author, and find it to be one
of her own!

Born in a single-storied cottage, Fanny
lost her father when she was just 12
months. At 6 weeks, she lost her sight
because of wrong treatment given to her
by a local unqualified doctor. Fanny
never felt any resentment against him.
In fact, she believed it was permitted by
the Lord to fulfill His plan for her life.
Her mother set about immediately to
prepare her daughter for a happy life,
in spite of this great handicap.

At 5 years old, she was taken to the best
eye specialist in the country, Dr.

Valentine Mott.  His was a deadly
diagnosis, “Poor child, I am afraid you
will never see again.” Fanny did not
think she was poor. It was not the loss
of sight that bothered her young heart.
At the age of eight, she wrote her first
recorded poem.

O what a happy soul am I! Although I
cannot see, I am resolved that in this
world, Contented I will be! How many
blessings I enjoy, That other people
don’t. To weep and sigh because I’m
blind, I cannot and I won’t!

Fanny’s grandmother became an
unforgettable influence in her life. She
spent many hours describing the things
of nature and heaven to her. Also, she
introduced Fanny to the Bible and this
book became more familiar to her than
any other. She began to devour the
Scriptures. It is said that, as a child,
she could repeat from memory the
Pentateuch, the book of Ruth, many of
the Psalms, the books of Proverbs, Song
of Solomon, and much of the New
Testament! The Bible was the basis for
her imperishable Gospel hymns.

She joined the Institution for the Blind
in New York City at 15. Fanny clapped
her hands joyfully and cried, “O thank
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God, He has answered my prayer, just
as I knew He would.” She spent the next
23 years of her life there first as a
student and later as a teacher.  Her
outstanding ability to compose poetry
was mind-boggling. Though her
teachers did not encourage her efforts
strangers did. Poetry began to flow
from her heart and mind.

In 1843, when she was 23, she was the
sightless guest of the United States
Congress. Where she delivered no
stirring oration, nor pathetic story but
simply recited some poems, about the
tender care of a loving Saviour. She
spoke with conviction, as though she
had seen the Saviour face to face.
Before long, tears flowed down the
hearers’ cheeks. Thus, she grew in
stature.

During her lifetime, she knew all the US
Presidents except George Washington.
Many visitors came to the school. At
school, her first book published at age
24 was titled, “The Blind Girl and Other
Poems.” She composed several popular
songs and assisted in writing what was
probably the first ever cantata
published in America. At  27, she
became an instructor at the school, a
position which she held until 1858.

Her apparent devotion to Christ makes
it hard to believe that she was not

converted until 1851 at  31 years of
age. This glorious beginning happened
at a revival service held at the old John
Street Methodist Church in New York
which she joined.

On March 5, 1858, Fanny married
Alexander VanAlstyne, a blind student
at the same school and  spent 44 happy
years with him. Life was just beginning
for Fanny Crosby. The couple had one
child who died as a baby. Perhaps this
incident helped inspire Fanny to write
the hymn, “Safe in the Arms of Jesus,”
which even today brings comfort to
thousands of grief-stricken parents.

At 90 she declared, “My love for the
Holy Bible and its sacred truth is
stronger and more precious to me at
ninety than at nineteen.” Asked about
her long years, she said her secret was
that she guarded her taste, her temper
and her tongue. A famous saying
through the years was, “Don’t waste any
sympathy on me. I am the happiest
person living.” Fanny remained active
until her death.

You will find a casual quote on her
grave in Bridgeport, Connecticut, “She
hath done what she could!” Buried
close by is P.T. Barnum, the circus
tycoon, who laid up treasures on earth
while Fanny’s treasures were laid up in
heaven.

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With deep sorrow, we regret to announce the sudden passing away of our
beloved Joshua Deevaker, Mission Support Staff (MSS) at the IEM Head
office in Bangalore, on Thursday, May 27, 2010.  He was 25.

Joshua came to us in 2006 from Raichur, Karnataka.  Almost immediately, he set
about serving the Lord by serving His servants!  Any task assigned to him was
executed promptly and to the best of his ability.  The IEM office was his home.
Even on holidays, he went about his work tirelessly.  He might not have travelled
far and wide but Joshua often waited for long hours in serpentine lines to book
train and bus tickets for IEM personnel. He handled large amounts of money
carefully and was known for his honesty.

Joshua was both able and available. He had a deep concern for people who were
passing through tough times and would go out of his way, as only he could, to
make them happy and alleviate their burdens. He maintained a strong Christ-like
testimony, not only among his colleagues but among all those who were in his
circle of influence. He never refused to do any work. When the late Rev. Dr.
Theodore Williams was hospitalized, Joshua instantly volunteered to stay in the
hospital at night.  Later a team of young men joined him and rendered
outstanding service to this man of God.  Retrospecting on his experience, Joshua
and the team said that it was a rich and rewarding experience to serve the
founder of the Mission.

Joshua maintained a close relationship with His Lord. His roommate, Sam Caleb
vividly recalls how Joshua spent much time in prayer and with the Word.  The
strength of his relationship with the Lord was revealed whenever he led the
morning devotions at the head office.  The songs he chose were meaningful and
appropriately reflected the Scriptures which he read in Kannada.

An abundant life is not measured by the number of years you live but by the
quality of the life you live!  Joshua proved this beyond all shadow of doubt.  As
news rapidly spread about his sudden setback in health and later about his
death, a large crowd assembled at the hospital and later at the IEM office. These
people were from all walks of life and in some ways were influenced by Joshua’s
abundant life.  Hundreds of wailing people thronged the road leading to his home
in his native Raichur as the ambulance carrying his body reached its destination.

Kindly uphold his parents, his 3 brothers and their families in your prayers as
they pass through the valley of grief.
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(Investing in people for the sake of the Gospel is never a waste of time. After years of
sowing the seed in Kadamtala, Andamans, Masidas Pana turned to the Savior, grew
steadily as a disciple of Jesus and now is fired up to serve Him among his fellow
college students.  He opened his hart to our missionaries Paul Newton & Chella.
Here are excerpts from that interview)

How did you meet with IEM
missionaries?

I EM missionaries had asked
the Sunday school children to
invite their friends. Those who

brought new children received an
eraser as an incentive. So I was brought
to the Sunday school by my classmate
for a piece of rubber!

When did you understand the
assurance of  salvation?
I was in the standard 10. During the
Pongal holidays, an IEM Field
convention was conducted in Rangat.
The theme was, “take root downwards
and bear fruit upwards.” It was there
that I got the assurance of salvation
and surrendered my life fully to the
Lord.

So who is Jesus to you now?
He is my everything. He is my personal
Saviour.

Are you regular to the Sunday School
and Church in Kadamtala?
I was regular to the Sunday school and
church as long as I was in Kadamtala.
I did my 12th standard in Rangat so I
stayed in the hostel there and I was not
allowed to go home on weekends.

How was  life away from the
fellowship?

It was a little difficult with lots of ups
and downs. I felt lonely at times and
longed to attend some fellowship. This
helped me spend time alone with my
Lord often and it was here that I
developed the habit of having my quiet
time twice daily as long as I was in the
hostel.

What are you doing at present?
I am doing my B.Com in a government
college in Mayabundar.

Why didn’t you opt for Port Blair which
is the dream destination of any from
the north and middle Andamans?
I thought I may not have many
opportunities for village evangelism in
Port Blair. In Mayabundar, I can go to
the surrounding villages to preach the
Gospel.

What are you doing for the Lord in your
college?
I stepped into my college with a prayer
that I should be a witness to my fellow
students. But God had greater plans.
When a team from Union of Evangelical
Students of India (UESI), Tamil Nadu
visited Andaman, God used me to start
a prayer cell in our college.

What about your ministry in Kadamtala?
On weekends I conduct Good News
clubs in 3 places in Kadamtala. I am
helping the missionaries in conducting
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Sunday worship services in Christ
Church in  Kadamtala and Immanuel
Church, Foster Valley. Sunday School
and special programmes are arranged
by the missionaries from time to time.

What about your future plans?
I want to serve the Lord full time if He
calls me. Being the eldest son I am
obliged to take care of my family so I
am praying for God’s clear guidance.

Tell us about your family
I am the eldest of 3 sons to my parents.
My parents are occasional church-
goers. My youngest brother and I are
saved by God’s grace. I prayed that my
family members would be saved and
longed to have family prayer in my
home. The Lord answered my prayers.
On November13, 2009, my father
returned from work and said, “it will be
good if we could pray.” Immediately, my
mother agreed and all except my

younger brother sat down to pray. My
youngest brother and I sang a Sadri
song. I read a portion from the Bible
and explained what it meant. Then we
prayed. The next day, my younger
brother joined us. Please pray
continuously for my family.

Do you face challenges in college?
Some classmates get involved in
mischievous activities and blame me
when they are caught. I take it lightly
and don’t react. Please pray that in any
circumstance, I should not dishonor the
Name of the Lord.

Kadamtala?
Like the popular belief of the local
people, I would have said, “all religions
are same as all rivers join the same
ocean.” Now I have found the Way, the
Truth and the Life.

Outreach Has there been a change in the
attitude of the people since our
missionaries began working here?

Dr Mathew George Though it is too early
to make a realistic assessment, most of
the villages have developed a positive
connection and have a warm attitude to
our missionaries. This was enhanced by
the efforts that our missionaries have
made to learn the Bhojpuri language as
well as reside in the village. To make a
realistic assessment it may take 2 to 3
years more. However the initial signs are
very encouraging and heartening

Outreach EHA hospitals have partnerships
with IEM in Chattarpur, Lakhnadon,
Utraula and Robertsganj.  Do you think

this trend will spread to other regions as
well?

Dr Mathew George I believe that the
potential is there. The scope and
possibilities  does rests on the leadership
of both organizations. The experiences
thus far have been very positive and I
think our partnership though being the
newest, is  a thriving model which will
only facilitate this trend.

Outreach What message do you have for
our readers?

Dr Mathew George The time is ripe for
the central belt of India to witness the
great and imminent transformative work
of the Gospel. The signs and experiences
of the recent past clearly indicate that
the harvest is ready.  We need to rise up
as a body of Christ in prayer and support
more workers to bring in the sheaves.
